１．Ryoko Aoki ”The sun”
     Manual
Acrylic framed work (A, B, C, D, E, F)

Her acrylic framed works can be either hung from the wall or placed on an assembled stand.

1） Hanging from the wall
There is a narrow groove on the back of the frame and a wooden supported to fit into this area.
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Fix the bar-shaped supporter on the wall.
Hang the work from the wall by wedging the support into the recessed area of the work.
2） On a stand
· There is only one stand for the works C and D. Either of these work can be placed on the table instead of using the provided stand.
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Two wood boards to be cross assembled to be an X shape (see below).
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There is a hole on the corner of the crossed stand where provided screws should be inserted (see below). [image: image7.jpg]
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(Above: the back of the work)

Place the work on the top of the assembled stand, making sure that the screws on the stand go in to the hole on the back of the work,
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“Piggyback” is a post card sized work and can either be displayed on the wall or propped against the wall (note: the work doesn’t have any support to stand alone). Either way, the work should be placed between these acrylic framed works (see the image on the left). 
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Frames E and F: There is a triangle hole on the back of these works. 
Screw a nail on the wall, and hang the work from there.
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Her two collage works have a string attached to hang down from a pin in the wall.
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Another collage work in pink and origami work should be stuck on the wall using blue tack.
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Her patchworks have eyelets on the top of them to be used to hang them from the wall.
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<A display image>
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Her collage and patchworks, and origami work are tiny and fragile and therefore extra care is required when handling them. Also, due to their size, please make sure they do not go missing or get lost.
Packing…
1 Sandwich the patchwork and collage works between two layers of thin paper.
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2 Place the paper containing the works between two pieces of cardboard and seal.
